There are many Aboriginal-Canadian Veterans who have helped protect peace and freedom over the years. To 
honour them, the National Aboriginal Veterans Monument was unveiled in Ottawa in 2001. It has a large eagle on 

top, four men and women from di�erent Aboriginal groups in the middle and sculptures of a grizzly bear, a caribou, a 
wolf and a bison around the outside. These animals have special symbolism in many Aboriginal-Canadian cultures.
